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Resolutions approved at the second
Extraordinary General of National
Aluminum Products Company SAOG
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At 3:00 PM on Monday, March 23, 2026, the
second Extraordinary General Meeting (EGM)
of the National Aluminum Products Company
SAOC (hereinafter referred to as ‘'the
Company") was held, instead of the first
Extraordinary General Meeting that was
scheduled to be held on Thursday, March 19,
2026, which did not convene due to the lack of
a quorum.

The second extraordinary general meeting was
held via the electronic platform dedicated to
holding general assemblies, which is accessed
through the website of Muscat Clearing and
Depository Company (www.mcd.gov.om).
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The following is a summary of the events of the
EGM and the resolutions taken in the meeting:
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1.the item presented to the EGM that of the
company's issued share capital to be increased
from OMR 857,145 to OMR 1,692,627 through
a private placement for the benefit of:
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e Oman & Emirates Investment Holding
Company SAQOG the shares proposed to be
allocated 13,781,416 shares resulting in total
holding of 14,920,779 after the allocation of
the shares.
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e Global Financial Investments Holding SAOG
the shares proposed to be allocated
8,244,474 shares resulting in total holding of
10,009,736 shares after the allocation of the
shares.
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And to approve that the issue price per share
would be 0.038 Omani Riyals, in accordance
with the shareholders’ agreement concluded on
18/06/2025, which set the issue price in
accordance with Article (66) of the Public joint-
stock Companies Regulations.
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The results of the vote on the electronic platform
designated for holding general meetings were
as follows:

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The legal advisor explained that the voting
percentage did not exceed half of the capital, as
required by Article (177) of the Commercial
Companies Law.
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One shareholder commented that the item was
not voted on by the related parties, therefore an
exception should be made in this case.
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It was agreed to refer the matter to the Financial
Services Authority for its opinion regarding the
vote on the item, whether it was approved or
rejected, based on what was expressed in the
EGM.
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2.The amendment to Article (5) of the
company’s Articles of Association after the
company completed all the procedures required
to increase the capital was approved was
presented to the EGM
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Votes that did not approve the 1,689,744

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Likewise, the case in the first item, the EGM
agreed to seek the Financial Services
Authority's opinion regarding the vote on the
item—whether it was approved or rejected—
based on the views expressed in the EGM.
