National Bank of Oman announces its preliminary unaudited results for the nine months ended 30 September 2026,
These results are subject to review by the external auditors and approval by the Board of Directors.

Key highlights are as follows:
1) Net Profit for the nine months of 2025 was RO 51.8 million, compared to RO 45.7 million for the

corresponding period last year, a growth of 13.3%. We continue to invest in people, process and technology.

2) The bank continues to be well capitalized and liquid as reflected in the growth in total equity, customer
deposits and loans.

3} Total assets of the bank stood at RO 5,378 million as of 30 September 2025 as against RO 4,989 million as of
30 September 2024, an increase of 7.8%.

4} Loans and advances including Islamic financing assets increased by 9.3% to RO 4,168 million as of 30
September 2025 from RO 3,813 million as of 30 September 2024.

S) Customers’ deposits increased by 2.5% to RO 4,074 million as of 30 September 2025 from RO 3,974 million

as of 30 September 2024.
